Along time ago men used to

learn how to face their fears, just like inside

the Giza pyramid, where they were lead to the

mental state of the so called “night of the soul”

and the only possibilities they had were to

overcome their fears or die. In these days

there’s no need to look for fear because is so

strongly present around us, we just have to

unroll it, watch it and read it to other people,

just like we could do with this Stirato issue.

Nobody knows for sure if Chris Cunningham is
really working on Neuromancer; but what is
sure is that nobody could better turn from writ-
ten word into moving images the masterpiece of
W. Gibson. Born in Suffolk in 1970, Chris
Cunningham started and kept working in the world
of movie in the early 90’s as a special effect tecni-
cian (among others the creation of Alien 3 and Alien 4
creatures) until 1995 when he propose himself to the
Autechre in order to shoot the Second Bad Vilbel
video. From then Cunningham kept working both for
movies and videos; he collaborated with Stanley
Kubric for the first and aborted version of A.I. but
he gained more success as a videomaker. From
Only you (Portishead) to All is full of love
(Björk), approach seems to be the steady fac-
tor of all his videos: he combines passion for
new digital technologies (not very used in
videos during the first half of 90’s) and the ten-
dency to turn every video from a promotional
message to a real cinema work. Even if tv
channels confines his works mostly in night
programmes, in Italy he is famous for the video
Come to daddy (Aphex Twin).What scares
more is its conventional structure and the way it
develops: for first is the squallid sub-urban area
and then the loneliness of the old lady with the
aggressive dog really that trouble us; but the
peak of fear is reached when the Aphex-chil-
dren, all identical and all so scaring start play-
ing violent games. Paradoxically less shock-
ing is the birth of the monster-daddy Richard
from the tv screen: performed by AL Stokes,
a very requested and popular actor for hor-
ror movies; apart from fake teeth and make
up there has been no need of massive
special effect to transform him! //cp//C

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With the DVD outcome of 28 days
later, the 3rd movie of Danny Boyle,
the attention is once again focused
on the movie and on its website.The
fact that the movie is still on-line
underlines the importance given to
internet as a promotional element.
Free downloads of desktop, movies
and pictures taken on the stage are
presented with a “dredful” animation
and sound use. Let’s talk about the
movie: the release of Trainspotting
in 1996 deeply changed and influ-

enced many movies targeted to
young people; typical and distinctive
steady images of the main charac-
ters and dynamic rushes have real-
ly been a must in recent movies. We
all expected other generational
masterpieces from Danny Boyle but
in the year 2000 he surprised us all
releasing The Beach; which has
been branded as a heavy and new
age movie. His fourth work (all shot
with digital cameras) is a great
movie. Those who know the zombie
filmography in 28 days later will
surely catch the insistent eye winks
that Boyle makes to Omega Man
